The Fifteen Secret Tortures of Our Lord Jesus Christ

"I looked for one that would comfort me, and | found none"
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Revealed to the pious, God-loving Sister Mary Magdalen of
Sancta Clara Order, Franciscan, who lived, died and was beatified
in Rome. Jesus fulfilled the wish of this Sister, who desired to
ardently know something about the secret sufferings which He
endured the night before His death.

This devotion is approved and recommended by His Holiness
Clement XlI, 1730-1740)

1. They fastened My feet with a rope and dragged Me over the
stepping stones of the staircase, down into a filthy, nauseating
cellar.

2. They took off My clothing and stung My body with iron joints.

3. They attached a rope around My body and pulled Me on the
ground from end to end.

4. They hanged Me on a wooden piece with a slip knot until |
slipped out and fell down. Overwhelmed by this torture, | wept
bloody tears.

5. They tied Me to a post and pierced My body with various
arms.

6. They struck Me with stones and burnt Me with blazing
embers and torches.

7. They pierced Me with awls; sharp spears tore My skin, flesh
and arteries out of My body.

8. They tied Me to a post and made Me stand barefoot on an
incandescent metal sheet.

9. They crowned Me with an iron crown and wrapped My eyes
with the dirtiest possible rags.

10. They made Me sit on a chair covered with sharp pointed
nails, causing deep wounds in My body.
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11. They poured on My wounds liquid lead and resin and, after
this torture, they pressed Me on the nailed chair so that the nails
went deeper and deeper into My flesh.

12. For shame and affliction, they drove needles into the holes
of My uprooted beard. They tied my hands behind My back and
led Me walking out of prison with strikes and blows.

13. They threw Me upon a cross and attached Me so tightly
that | could hardly breathe anymore.

14. They threw at My head as | lay on the earth, and they
stepped on Me, hurting My breast. Then, taking a thorn from My
crown, they drove it into My tongue.

15. They poured into My mouth the most immodest excretions,
as they uttered the most infamous expressions about Me.

Then, Jesus added,

"My daughter, | desire that you let everybody know the Fifteen
Secret Tortures in order that everyone of them be honored."

"Anyone who daily offers Me, with love, one of these sufferings
and says with fervor the following prayer, will be rewarded with
eternal glory on the day of judgement.”

Archbishop Angelo Amato, prefect of the
Congregation for Saints' Causes, celebrated the ceremony, in
representation of Pope Benedict XVI.

What is so special about this new Feast of Divine Mercy you
might ask? It is the promise of the total forgiveness of all sins and
punishment for anyone that would go to Confession and receive
Communion on that very special Feast of Divine Mercy!

Plenary Indulgence for Divine Mercy Sunday

In a decree dated August 3, 2002, the Apostolic Penitentiary
announced that in order “to ensure that the faithful would observe
this day (Divine Mercy Sunday) with intense devotion, the
Supreme Pontiff himself established that this Sunday be enriched
by a plenary indulgence...so that the faithful might receive in
great abundance the gift of the consolation of the Holy Spirit. In
this way, they can foster a growing love for God and for their
neighbor, and after they have obtained God’s pardon, they in turn
might be persuaded to show a prompt pardon to their brothers
and sisters.”

The plenary indulgence is granted (under the usual conditions of
a sacramental confession, Eucharistic communion and a prayer
for the intentions of the Supreme Pontiff) to the faithful who, on
Divine Mercy Sunday, in a spirit that is completely detached from
the affection for a sin, even a venial sin, recite the Our Father and
the Creed, and also adding a devout prayer (e.g. Merciful Jesus, |
trust in you!).

Additional provisions are offered for those who are impeded from
fulfilling these requirements, but who wish to acquire a plenary
indulgence. The full text of the decree of the Apostolic

Mercy Novena

Jesus further asked that this Feast of the Divine Mercy be
preceded by a Novena of Chaplets to the Divine Mercy which
would begin on Good Friday. Say one chaplet each day following
the novena intention. In her diary, St. Faustina wrote that Jesus
told her:

"On each day of the novena you will bring to My Heart a different
group of souls and you will immerse them in this ocean of My
mercy... On each day you will beg My Father, on the strength of
My passion, for the graces for these souls. By this novena I will
grant every possible grace to souls." (Diary 1209, 796)

atonement for all wounds against vows and regulations within the
Orders, as reparation for my and all of the world's sins, for the
sick and the dying, for all holy priests and laymen, for the Holy
Father's intentions toward the restoration of Christian families, for
the strengthening of Faith, for our country and unity among all
nations in Christ and His Church, as well as for the Diaspora.

Seventh Prayer: The Piercing of Jesus' Side

The 15 St. Bridget Prayers

Revealed by Our Lord to Saint Bridget of Sweden In the Church
of St. Paul at Rome are published under sanction of the Decree of
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November 18, 1966, published in the Acta Apostolicae Sedis, Vol.
58, No. 16 of December 29, 1966. Prayers approved by Pope
Pius IX and Pope Benedict XV.

The 14th of June 1303, at the moment Bridget was born,
Benedict, the curate of Rasbo, prayed for the happy deliverance
of Ingeborde. Suddenly he found himself enveloped by a
luminous cloud out of which Our Lady appeared: “A child has
been born at Birger; her voice will be heard by the entire
world.”Sagii, die XXIV Aprilis 1903 Imprimature. FJ. Girard, V.G.

These prayers and these Promises have been copied from a book
printed in Toulouse in 1740 and published by the P. Adrien
parvilliers of the Company of Jesus, Apostolic Missionary of the
Holy Land, with approbation, permission and recommendation to
distribute them. Parents and teachers who will read them to
young infants for at least one year will assure their being
preserved for life from any grave accident which would involve the
loss of one of their five senses.

Question — Must one recite the prayers everyday without
interruption to obtain the privileges?

Answer - One should miss saying them as few times as possible;
but if for a serious reason one is obliged to miss them, one
doesn’t lose the privileges attached to them, as long as one
recites 5480 Prayers during the year. One must say them with
devotion and concentrate on the words one pronounces. These
prayers can serve as the Way of the Cross.

As St. Bridget for a long time wanted to know the number of blows
Our Lord received during His Passion, He one day appeared to
her and said: “I received 5480 blows on My Body. If you wish to
honor them in some way, say 15 Our Fathers and 15 Hail Mary’s
with the following Prayers (which He taught her) for a whole year.
When the year is up, you will have honored each one of My
Wounds.”
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Our Lord made the following promises to anyone who recited
he 15 St. Brii Prayers for a whol r:

Promises

1. I will deliver 15 souls of his lineage from Purgatory.

15 souls of his lineage will be confirmed and preserved in
grace.

3. 15 sinners of his lineage will be converted.

4. Whoever recites these Prayers will attain in the first degree of
perfection. 15 days before his death | will give him My
Precious Body in order that he may escape eternal starvation;
I will give him My Precious Blood to drink lest he thirst
eternally.

5. 15 days before his death he will feel a deep contrition for all
his sins and will have a perfect knowledge of them.

6. 1 will place before him the sign of My Victorious Cross for his
help and defense against the attacks of his enemies.

7. Before his death | shall come with My Dearest Beloved
Mother.

8. I shall graciously receive his soul, and will lead it into eternal
joys.

9. And having led it there | shall give him a special draught from
the fountain of My Deity, something | will not for those who
have not recited My Prayers.

10. Let it be known that whoever may have been living in the
state of mortal sin for 30 years, but who will recite devoutly, or
have the intention to recite these Prayers, the Lord will forgive
him all his sins.

11. I shall protect him from strong temptations.

12. | shall preserve and guard his 5 senses.

13. I shall preserve him from a sudden death.

14. His soul will be delivered from eternal death.

15. He will obtain all he asks for from God and the Blessed Virgin.

16. If he has lived all his life doing his own will and he is to die the
next day, his life will be prolonged.
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17. Every time one recites these Prayers he gains 100 days
indulgence.

18. He is assured of being joined to the supreme Choir of Angels.

19. Whoever teaches these Prayers to another, will have
continuous joy and merit which will endure eternally.

20. There where these prayer are being said or will be said in the
future God is present with His grace.

First Prayer

Our Father — Hail Mary.

O Jesus Christ! Eternal Sweetness to those who love Thee, joy
surpassing all joy and all desire, Salvation and Hope of all
sinners, Who hast proved that Thou hast no greater desire than to
be among men, even assuming human nature at the fullness of
time for the love of men, recall all the sufferings Thou hast
endured from the instant of Thy conception, and especially during
Thy Passion, as it was decreed and ordained from all eternity in
the Divine plan.

Remember, O Lord, that during the Last Super with Thy disciples,
having washed their feet, Thou gavest them Thy Most Precious
Body and Blood, and while at the same time Thou didst sweetly
console them, Thou didst foretell them Thy coming Passion.
Remember the sadness and bitterness which Thou didst
experience in Thy Soul as Thou Thyself bore witness saying: “My
Soul is sorrowful even unto death.”

Remember all the fear, anguish and pain that Thou didst suffer in
Thy delicate Body before the torment of the Crucifixion, when,
after having prayed three times, bathed in a sweat of blood, Thou
wast betrayed by Judas, Thy disciple, arrested by the people of a
nation Thou hadst chosen and elevated, accused by false
witnesses, unjustly judged by three judges during the flower of
Thy youth and during the solemn Paschal season.

Remember that Thou wast despoiled of Thy garments and clothed
in those of derision; that Thy Face and Eyes were veiled, that
Thou wast buffeted, crowned with thorns, a reed placed in Thy
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Hands, that Thou was crushed with blows and overwhelmed with
affronts and outrages.

In memory of all these pains and sufferings which Thou didst
endure before Thy Passion on the Cross, grant me before my
death true contrition, a sincere and entire confession, worthy
satisfaction and the remission of all my sins. Amen

Second Prayer

Our Father — Hail Mary.

O Jesus! True liberty of angels, Paradise of delights, remember
the horror and sadness which Thou didst endure when Thy
enemies, like furious lions, surrounded Thee, and by thousands of
insults, spits, blows, lacerations and other unheard-of-cruelties,
tormented Thee at will. In consideration of these torments and
insulting words, | beseech Thee, O my Savior, to deliver me from
all my enemies, visible and invisible, and to bring me, under Thy
protection, to the perfection of eternal salvation. Amen

encompass or limit, Thou Who dost enfold and hold all under Thy
Loving power, remember the very bitter pain Thou didst suffer
when the Jews nailed Thy Sacred Hands and Feet to the Cross
by blow after blow with big blunt nails, and not finding Thee in a
pitiable enough state to satisfy their rage, they enlarged Thy
Wounds, and added pain to pain, and with indescribable cruelty
stretched Thy Body on the Cross, pulled Thee from all sides, thus
dislocating Thy Limbs. | beg of Thee, O Jesus, by the memory of
this most Loving suffering of the Cross, to grant me the grace to
fear Thee and to Love Thee. Amen.

"He who does not
despise his father, his mother and even his own life for the love of
Me, cannot be called disciple." She did not hesitate... She
sacrificed everything, no matter how her blood and her nature
raised their voices in protest. In far less difficult circumstances do
we show ourselves to be worthy of Jesus Christ. If at some
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juncture we were called upon to choose between God and
creatures, between grace and nature, between the love of God
and the affection of creatures, to whom would we give our
preference?...

The Cord of St. Philomena

The devotion to the Cord of Saint Philomena is the spontaneous
result of the mercy of the faithful towards the Thaumaturgy. Its use
was approved on 15 December 1883 by Pope Leo XlII, with the
relevant indulgences.

In consideration of the countless graces received by intercession
of the Saint, the desire of being under her powerful patronage
blossomed. Everyone wanted to wear, in her honor, the blessed
Cord in order to be protected in all the eventualities of life. The
marvelous fruits of this devotion made her very famous.
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The Saint Cure of Ars, who had many times experienced the
Saint’s powers, loved seeing the faithful wearing the precious
Cord and he would suggest this pious practice to everyone.

This pious devotion is a powerful aid not only to receive healing of
the body, but in particular it is a defense against impure spirits.
Regarding this, we wish to point out how the belts of some
religious orders and the sacred parameters of the Mass are a
symbol of chastity.

In this way, Saint Philomena will preserve, chaste and pure, safe
from temptation, those who honor her virginal purity with this holy
livery. Many steeped in the new rationalism of our days, find it
hard to understand how a simple cord of thread can have the
virtue of healing sickness of body and spirit. But these people are
short on religious education, and do not realize that a Blessing
from the Holy Church can deliver extraordinary virtues even to the
simplest of souls. The hand of the blessing Priest, transmits to the
substances healthy virtues for the body and the spirit, thanks to
the merits of Jesus Christ's Redemption.

Saint Ignazio of Loyola, in his Exercises, insists on the necessity
of having at heart all the observances approved by the Church,
even if originated by popular devotions.

Therefore, if the Church approves the devotion of the Blessed
Cords in honor of the Saints, we can be sure, in practicing it, to be
in right Faith and to accomplish meritorious actions.

The Cord of Saint Philomena is made with threads of cotton or
wool of white and red color. In one of the extremities it has two
knots to remember the Virginity and Martyrdom of the Saint. This
is worn under ordinary clothes like a bel.

The Cord of Saint Philomena is both a Symbol and a Prayer. A
Symbol, because with it we wish to tie ourselves with the Saint
with sincere devotion; a Prayer, because, holding it, we pray Saint
Philomena to constantly offer us her protection.

Purpose of this devotion is therefore to obtain, by intercession of
Saint Philomena, the effective means to:

* preserve chastity, everyone according to their state;
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« fight the constantly increasing disbelief and strengthen oneself in
faith and spirit;

* profess a constant and a particular love to the Saint
Thaumaturge, in order to merit her favors in the fight against
sickness of the body and soul.

The practice of the Cord is accomplished by:

« carrying with devotion the blessed Cord as a distinctive sign of
the commitment taken, under the auspices of Saint Philomena
and in her honor, to preserve the sacred purity and to defend the
Faith;

* applying ourselves in prayer, in imitation of Saint Philomena’s
model of chastity and Faith, to preserve one and the other, for the
merit of her constancy in bearing the martyrdom;

* avoiding with great care all the dangerous situations regarding
chastity, avoiding rigorously books and shows capable of staining
purity, and of darkening the sacred light of the Faith;

* solemnizing the feast of Saint Philomena, receiving the Sacred
Sacraments in those days, and that is: on the 10th of January,
recurrence of her birth; the 25th of May, recurrence of the finding
of her precious Body; the 10th of August, recurrence of her
glorious death, and of the translation of the Body to Mugnano del
Cardinale; the 13th of August, main feast of Saint Philomena,
according to the decree of the High Pontiff,;

* making the “Month of Saint Philomena,” from 1st of July to 10th
of August, in memory of the 40 days that the Martyr spent in jail,
according to the revelations made to Sister Marie Louise of Jesus;
* having the picture of Saint Philomena in our home, paying her a
tribute of honor every day and, if possible, say the evening prayer,
together, in front of her picture.

Any priest, authorized by the Rector of the Sanctuary, has the
faculty to bless the Cord of Saint Philomena using the Roman
Ritual formula. The people who wear the Cord of Saint Philomena
normally recite every day the following prayer:

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Oh Saint Philomena Virgin and Martyr, pray for us,
so that through your powerful intercession,

we may receive the purity of spirit and heart,
which leads to the perfect Love of God.

Olive oil is prescribed to be burned in sanctuary lamps.
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Frequently, oil burned at the Shrine of St. Philomena has restored
sight to the blind, hearing to the deaf, speech to the inarticulate,
and the power of using lifeless limbs. ,

Please do your part so that there will be sufficient oil to keep the
lamp burning during the year at the Shrine and adequate amounts
for mailing to those wishing to have it for the sick and suffering
throughout the world. One day, YOU may need this precious oil.

For its use: you may bless yourself with the Holy Oil invoking the
intercession of St. Philomena, you may wish to place a drop of
this Oil on a physical injury, over your eyelid, or even put a drop
on your tongue and take it internally.

Brief History of Saint Dymphna

St. Dymphna’s mother died when
Dymphna was only 14 years old, her
father was so crazy that he sought to
have his own daughter, who was a
Christian, take her place. St.
Dymphna had already taken a vow
of chastity, consecrating her virginity
to Christ. St. Dymphna fled Ireland
with Saint Gerebernus, and tow
others to escape the king. The king
caught up with them and had them
killed when St. Dymphna said that
she would not come back with him to
be with him. The place where she
fled and was killed was called Gheel,
where now there is a mental health center that is a model of
humane treatment for the mentally ill. Many miraculous cures of
mental illness and epilepsy have occurred as a result of her
intercession.

Notes of Sacramentals

The use of blessed olive oil is very powerful in Exorcism. Holy
Water. Holy Salt. Holy blessed incense, and blessed candles. You
need to get a pure beeswax candle (preferably a few) ready now
for the Three Days of Darkness. You should also make sure that
you have coverings for all your windows on your windows now.
You need to make sure you and your family have and wear
continually the Brown Scapular. Another very powerful
sacramental is the St. Benedict Medal, pictured on this page, put
one in each entry into your home i.e.. all your doors and windows
and preferably in all the four corners of your property.

Three Days of Darkness
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Many, many Saints of our church have
been told by Jesus about the three days
of darkness that are coming among the
Saints that have been told by Our Lord
about this time is Padre Pio. On January
28, 1950 One warning he received was to
keep your windows well covered and do
not look out of them as these thing are
occurring and keep a blessed candle
which will suffice for many days. Pray the
rosary and read spiritual books. Make
Spiritual Communions, and also acts of love, which are so
pleasing to Us, and pray with outstretched arms, or prostrate on
the ground, in order that many souls may be saved. Do not go
outside your house. Provide yourself with sufficient food. The
powers of nature will be moved and rain of fire shall make people
tremble with fear. Have courage, | am in the midst of you.”

(from the above | advise that you have at least 3 days worth of
food in your home and water too. And at least 50% beeswax
candle. 100% beeswax is even better but if you cannot afford it
50% is okay. | am sure God will make it burn longer if needed but
try to get a three day candle anyway. Also cover your windows
and your skylights in the roof also if you can safely. Don't forget at
least three day of food for your pets also. Do not even open your
doors during the three days. The message to St. Padre Pio was,
he who steps outside will perish. This will happen during a very
cold night. The wind will roar. Thunderbolts will be heard. Lock all
the doors and windows and talk to no-one outside your house and
kneel before you crucifix and pray, be sorry for your sins and ask
Mother Mary’s protection. The wind will carry with it poison, so
don’t go outside and don’t open your windows.)

members of the Catholic Church. By another Pontifical Rescript of
November 14, 1905, His Holiness Pope Pius X, has declared that
the Indulgence attached to the Pardon Crucifix are applicable to
the souls of purgatory. Please make note that when you get your
Pardon Crucifix it still needs the blessing of a priest, with the sign
of the Cross, to secure to it all the Indulgences mentioned on this
leaflet.

Promises of the Pardon Crucifix

1. Whoever carries on his person the Pardon Crucifix, may
thereby gain an Indulgence.

2. For devoutly kissing the Crucifix, an Indulgence is gained.

About the St. Benedict Medals Powers

A Franciscan named Father Dominic Szymanski (a one time
companion of St. Maximillian Kolbe) was working with a
Benedictine priest, when Fr. Dominic asked the Benedictine if he
was wearing the medal of St, Benedict. The Benedictine
responded, "Yes, | am." Father Szymanski told him that he saw
the devil in the form of a blue light going around him in circles,
and that the evil spirit was unable to touch him because he was
wearing the medal.

The Agnus Dei Sacramental

Agnus Dei's date back to the early 800's, and tradition holds that
on the first Easter of a Pope's pontificate, and every seven years
after, discs of wax were blessed and distributed. Sadly, this
practice was stopped during the reign of Pope Paul XI. However,
some discs still remain and although they are very rare, the Agnus
Dei is a powerful sacramental.

There are many miraculous favors that are attributed to the Agnus
Dei. An anecdote is recalled of Pope St. Pius V, who had recourse
to this The Agnus Dei, when the Tiber was flooded and seemed
likely to submerge the city. We are told that when the Agnus Dei
had been thrown into the river, the angry waters at once subsided.

Here are a list of the graces and benefits that the past Popes
have attributed to the Agnus Dei:

-They foster piety, banish tepidity, preserve from face and dispose
to virtue.

-That at sight or touch of the Lamb impressed on these waxen
discs, the faithful should be inspired to dwell on the Mysteries of
our Redemption recalled by this symbol; and be moved to praise,
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venerate, and extol God’s goodness to us, hoping to obtain
pardon for their sins, and to be cleansed form all stain.

-They are a protection from sudden and unprovided death.

-They are a protection in combat, and have power to ensure
victory.

-They cause evil spirits to tremble and flee; that hailstones should
cease, tempests subside, and whirlwinds, lightning, and
hurricanes should be dispelled.

-They deliver from poison and, through Divine Intervention, the
snares, wiles, and frauds of Satan should not prevail.

-They are excellent preventatives against sickness, and are also
an efficacious remedy —especially in cases of epilepsy.

-They dissipate hurricanes, calm whirlwinds, and keep away
tempests.

-They save from shipwreck and the danger of lightning and floods.

-They preserve mothers and babies from peril and provide for a
safe and easy delivery.

It is a matter of firm belief, confirmed by striking miracles, which
these graces and favors are wont to be vouchsafed to the faithful
by Divine munificence in virtue of the blessings and prayers of
Christ’s Vicar, the Pope, consecrating those waxen discs as Head
of the Catholic Church.

Your assignment and influences are over. |
rebuke all pain in the name of Jesus, and | command it to get out
of my body right now. | rebuke all spirits of infirmity, nerve
disorder, lung disorder, brain disorder, heart disease, AIDS,
cancer, hypochondria, fatigue, anorexia, leukemia, arthritis,
tumors, abnormal growths, diabetes and all other forms of
sickness to leave my body now in the name of Jesus.

Lord Jesus, | thank you for your healing power. | ask you to send
forth your ministering, medical and surgical angels, to repair and
restore any damage that was caused in my body by the presence
of sin, sickness or demonically influenced infirmities. | ask that
you send forth your Holy Spirit and fill me with your love, light,
peace and joy. Come Holy Spirit and transform me into the child
of God that you intended me to be.

Prayer for a Creative Miracle
God of all creation, you who spoke a simple command and

brought forth light from the darkness, | call upon you now to send
forth your miracle-working power into every aspect of my being. In
the same way that you spoke unto the dust of the ground when
you created humankind in your own image, | ask you to send forth
your healing power into my body. Send forth your word and
command every cell, electrical and chemical impulse, tissue, joint,
ligament, organ, gland, muscle, bone and every molecule in my
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body to come under complete and perfect health, strength,
alignment, balance and harmony. It is through you that | live and
move and have my being. With every breath | take, | live under
your life-giving grace. | ask you to touch me now with the same
miracle-working power that you used when you fashioned me
inside my mother’s womb. As surely as you have created me in
your image and likeness, you can also recreate me now and
restore my health. Please fill me with your healing power. Cast out
all that should not be inside of me. | ask you to mend all that is
broken, root out every sickness and disease, open all blocked
arteries and veins, restore my internal organs, rebuild my
damaged tissues, remove all inflammation and cleanse me of all
infections, viruses and destructive forms of bacteria.

Let the warmth of your healing love flood my entire being, so that
my body will function the way it was created to be, whole and
complete, renewed in your perfect health. | ask this through my
Lord, Jesus Christ, your Son, who lives and reigns with you and
the Holy Spirit, one God, for ever and ever. Amen.

What are indulgences and how do I get them?

Summary of Norms for Gaining Indulgences for the Poor Souls in
Purgatory or Oneself

(issued by Pope Paul VI on January 1, 1967)

A plenary indulgence is a complete release from the temporal
punishment due for sins already forgiven (as far as their guilt is
concerned).

Conditions for a plenary indulgence:
A. One must be baptized and in the state of grace.

B. One must receive Holy Communion each time a
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plenary indulgence is sought.

C. One must go to Confession within approximately a two week
period. A single sacramental Confession suffices for gaining
several plenary indulgences.

D. One must have a disposition of mind and heart which totally
excludes all attachment to sin, even venial sin, otherwise he can
gain only a partial indulgence.

E. One must pray for the intentions of the Holy Father, the Pope,
preferably one “Our Father and one “Hail Mary.” however, any
other pious prayer may be substituted.

F. One must have at least a general intention to gain a plenary

indulgence.

AND

G. One must also fulfill (1) one of the following suggested spiritual
WOrks:

1. At least a half hour of adoration of the Blessed Sacrament,

2. or family or group Rosary,

3. or private Rosary before the Blessed Sacrament,

4. or at least a half hour of pious reading of Sacred Scripture,

5. or walking the Stations of the Cross in a church or with properly
erected display of the Stations.

6. Visiting a Cemetery
An indulgence is granted the Christian faithful who devoutly visit a

cemetery and pray, if only mentally, for the dead. This indulgence
is applicable only to the souls in purgatory. This indulgence is a
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plenary one from November 1 through November 8 and can be
gained on each one of these days. On the other days of the year
this indulgence is a partial one.

May the Divine Assistance remain always with us, and may the
souls of the faithfully departed rest in peace.

Partial Indulgen
A partial indulgence removes part of the temporal punishment due
for sins already forgiven.

The constant conditions for a partial indulgence are:
A. One must be baptized and in the state of grace.

B. One must have at least a striving intention to cut one self off
from all attachment to sin.

C. One must have a general intention to gain an indulgence.

D. One must fulfill the action prescribed in one of the following
three general grants of indulgences:

1. Offer up to God one’s trials in fulfilling one’s responsibilities
and/or raise one’s mind in humble prayer;

2. or give oneself or one’s goods as a charitable act to assist
people who are in need of spiritual comfort or instruction and
those who are in need of material assistance (donation of time
and resources to the Church are, therefore, indulgenced);

3. or voluntarily deprive oneself of what is lawful and pleasing,
such as fasting, giving up dessert or a favorite TV program, while
maintaining a positive attitude.

Selected Indulgences
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During Paschal Season
Queen of Heaven, rejoice, alleluia,

For he whom you merited to bear, alleluia,

Has risen, as he said, alleluia. Pray for us to God, alleluia.

V. Rejoice and be glad, O Virgin Mary, alleluia.

R. Because the Lord is truly risen, alleluia.

Let us Pray: O God, who by the Resurrection of your Son, our
Lord Jesus Christ, granted joy to the whole world: grant, we beg
you, that through the intercession of the Virgin Mary, his Mother,
we may lay hold of the joys of eternal life. Through the same
Christ our Lord. Amen

**A partial indulgence is granted the Christian faithful who
devoultly recite these prayers above during the times stated.
According to a praiseworthy custom these prayers are usually
recited at dawn, noon, and in the evening.

Reading Sacred Scripture
**A partial indulgence is granted the Christian faithful who read

sacred scripture with the veneration due God’s word and as a
form of spiritual reading. The indulgence will be a plenary one
when such reading is done for at least one-half hour.

Healing Scriptures
The following scripture passages have the power to bring healing

and strength to your heart, mind, body, soul and spirit. Meditate
on them day and night. Allow God to speak to your situation
through his written Word. Accept the Word of God as if the Lord
himself were speaking directly to you. Take what is being said
deep into your heart. Allow your faith to grow to the point where
you can command the mountain of sickness, hardship and
despair out of your life. For according to Mark 11:23-24, Jesus
says, “Truly | tell you, if you say to this mountain, ‘Be taken up
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and thrown into the sea,” and if you do not doubt in your heart, but
believe that what you say will come to pass, it will be done for
you. So | tell you, whatever you ask for in prayer, believe that you
have received it, and it will be yours.”

**The Christian faithful obtain a partial indulgence when they
make devout use of a devotional object (such as a crucifix or
Cross, a rosary, a scapular, or a medal) which has been rightly
blessed by any priest or deacon using prescribed liturgical
formularies.

**If the devotional object has been blessed by the Pope or by any
bishop, the Christian faithful can obtain a plenary indulgence
while making devout use of it on the solemnity of the holy
apostles, Peter and Paul, provided they add to its use a
profession of faith made in any legitimate formula.

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Section 10 Prayers For The Approach Of
Death

At the Approach of Death
**Priests who minister the sacraments to the Christian faithful who

are in a life-and-death situation should not neglect to impart to
them the apostolic blessing, with its attached indulgence. But if a
priest cannot be present, Holy Mother Church lovingly grants such
persons who are rightly disposed a plenary indulgence to be
obtained in articulo mortis, at the approach of death, provided
they reqularly prayed in some way during their lifetime. The use of
a crucifix or a cross is recommended in obtaining this plenary
indulgence.

In such a situation the three usual conditions required in order to
gain a plenary indulgence are substituted for by the condition
“provided they reqularly prayed in some way.” The Christian
faithful can obtain the plenary indulgence mentioned here as
death approaches (in articulo mortis) even if they had already
obtained another plenary indulgence that same day. Please don’t
wait till the last minute before calling a priest, call one early at the

first sign of serious illness, even if you think you are fine, if you
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need to go into a hospital call a priest right away. One never
knows when the Lord is calling us home.

Three Very Beautiful Prayers
Which are very useful to a dying person, and should be prayed

often as an act of mercy.

There once was a Pope in Rome who was surrounded by many
sins. The Lord God struck him with a fatal illness. When he saw
that he was dying he summoned Cardinals, Bishops and learned
persons and said to them: “My dear friends! What comfort can
you give me now that | must die, and when | deserve eternal
damnation for my sins?” No one answered him. One of them, a
pious curate named John, said: “Father, why do you doubt the
Mercy of God?” The Pope replied: “What comfort can you give
me now that | must die and fear that I'll be damned for my sins?”
John replied: “I'll read three prayers over you; | hope, you'll be
comforted and that you'll obtain Mercy from God.” The Pope was
unable to say more. The curate and all those present knelt and
said an Our Father, then the following prayers:

Prayer 1.

Lord Jesus Christ! Thou Son of God and Son of the Virgin Mary,
God and Man, Thou who in fear sweated blood for us on the
Mount of Olives in order to bring peace, and to offer Thy Most
Holy Death to God Thy Heavenly Father for the salvation of this
dying person... If it be, however, that by his sins he merits eternal
damnation, then may it be deflected from him. This, O Eternal
Father through Our Lord Jesus Christ, Thy Dear Son, Who liveth
and reigneth in union with The Holy Spirit now and forever.

Amen.

Prayer 2.

Lord Jesus Christ! Thou who meekly died on the trunk of the
Cross for us, submitting Thy Will completely to Thy Heavenly
Father in order to bring peace and to offer Thy most Holy Death to
Thy Heavenly Father in order to free...(this person)...and to hide
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from him what he has earned with his sins; grant this O Eternal
Father! Through Our Lord Jesus Thy Son, who liveth and
reigneth with Thee in union with the Holy Spirit now and forever.
Amen.

Prayer 3.

Lord Jesus Christ! Thou Who remained silent to speak through
the mouths of the Prophets; | have drawn Thee to me through
Eternal Love, which love drew Thee from Heaven into the body of
the Virgin, which love drew Thee from the body of the Virgin into
the valley of this needful world, which Love kept Thee 33 years in
this world, and as a sign of Great Love, Thou hast given Thy Holy
Body as True Food and Thy Holy Blood as True drink, as a sign of
great love, Thou has consented to be a prisoner and to be led
from one judge to another and as a sign of great love Thou has
consented to be condemned to death, and hast consented to die
and to be buried and truly rise, and appeared to Thy Holy Mother
and all the Holy Apostles, and as a sign of great love Thou hast
ascended, under Thy own strength and power, and sitteth at the
right hand of God Thy heavenly Father, and Thou has sent Thy
Holy Spirit into the heart of Thy Apostles and the hearts of all who
hope and believe in Thee. Through Thy sign of Eternal love, open
heaven today and take this dying person... and all his sins into
the realm of Thy Heavenly Father, that he may reign with Thee
now and forever. Amen.

Meanwhile the Pope died. The curate persevered to the third
hour, then the Pope appeared to him in body and comforting him;
his countenance as brilliant as the sun, his clothes as white as
snow, and he said: “My dear brother! Whereas | was supposed
to be a child of damnation I've become a child of happiness. As
you recited the first prayer many of my sins fell from me as rain
from Heaven, and as you recited the second Prayer | was

purified, as a goldsmith purifies gold in a hot fire. | was still further
purified as you recited the third prayer. Then | saw Heaven open
and the Lord Jesus standing on the Right Hand of God the Father
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who said to me: “Come, all thy sins are forgiven thee, you'll be
and remain in the realm of My Father forever. Amen!”

With these words my soul separated from my body and the
angels of God led it to Eternal Joy.

As the curate heard this he said: “O Holy Father! | can't tell these
things to anyone, for they won't believe me.” Then the Pope said:
“Truly I tell thee, the Angel of God stands with me and has written
the prayers in letters of gold for the consolement of all sinners. If
a person had committed all the sins in the world, but that the three
prayers shall have been read (over him) at his end (death), all his
sins will be forgiven him, even though his soul was supposed to
suffer until the Last Judgement, it will be redeemed (freed).

The person who hears them read, he won't die an unhappy death
also in whose house they will be read. Therefore take these
prayers and carry them into St. Peter’s Basilica and lay them in
the Chapel named the Assumption of Mary, for certain
consolation. The person who will be near death, who reads them
or hears them read gains 400 years indulgence for the days he
was supposed to suffer in Purgatory because of his guilt. Also
who reads this prayer or hears it read, the hour of his death shall
be revealed to him.

5)  May the Precious Blood of Jesus Christ and all his wounds
increase our faith, keep us pure help us to love You as You
deserve to be loved.

On the medal say: The Golden Arrow

May the most holy, most sacred, most adorable, most
incomprehensible and unutterable Name of God be always
praised, blessed, loved, adored and glorified in Heaven, on earth,
and under the earth, by all the creatures of God, and by the
Sacred Heart of Our Lord Jesus Christ in the Most Holy
Sacrament of the Altar. Amen.

*On each of the six large beads say: Eternal Father in honor of
The Most Precious Blood of Jesus Christ, rescue now Your
Children from the plans and schemes of the wicked.

*On the thirty three small beads say: Most Precious Blood of
Jesus Christ; end now, the torture and killing of Your children on
earth.
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*On the medal at the end say: Deign, Oh God to rescue me, O
Lord make hasted to help me, let them be brought to shame and
confounded who seek my life. Let them be turned back in
disgrace who desire my ruin. Let them retire in their shame who
seek to harm the innocent. But may all who seek you Lord God
exult and be glad in You. and may all those who love You say
forever, ‘God be glorified! But help me quickly O God for | am
afflicted, hasten to me, for You are my helper and my deliverer
and in You | trust. Amen.

*Then as in the Holy Face Chaplet pray Three (3) times: O
Mary conceived without sin, Patroness of the United States of
America, pray for us who have recourse to Thee.

*Then pray: Lord Jesus Christ May we live always in Your
presence and die in Your Grace.
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
